COURSE DESCRIPTION & GOALS:  In English 102, students will continue the work begun in English 101.

Moving on from basic writing strategies, we will concentrated on writing argumentative essays and research papers.
The general topic for this section of 102 is "The Human Body."  
COURSE WORK: 

Reading Assignments:  All reading assignments must be completed on the day they are due.  The reading in this  course is essential for success in the course, and must be done thoroughly and thoughtfully.  Feel free to read ahead, but plan to review your notes before the class period in which the reading will be discussed.

Writing Assignments: There will be three types of writing assignments in this course:
Project documents are intended to help you develop your larger, final papers, and range from project proposals to annotated bibliographies.  There will also be one brief class presentation that will be included as part of the development of your final paper.
Papers are longer, formal arguments (with or without outside research).   Three of these will be due over the course of the semester, and will constitute a large part of your grade.  
One Class Presentation will be required for the course.

GENERIC GRADE DEFINITIONS:

A = Exemplary:  Exceptional work that may serve as an example or model of excellence to others. 

B = Praiseworthy:  Quality work that meets all requirements and exceeds basic competence, giving 

the work distinction.

C = Satisfactory:  Work that meets all requirements of the assignment with a basic level of 

competence.

D = Marginal:  Work that fails to meet all requirements but may be considered at least competent; or 

work that meets all the requirements but below a basic level of competence, or work that fails to meet all requirements and to achieve a basic level of competence, but is not considered failing.

F = failing:  Work that falls significantly short of requirements, basic competence, or both.

PARTICIPATION: Classroom participation, i.e., responding and listening, is essential and expected.  I will help your participation by stimulating in class discussion, but ultimately the responsibility is yours.  In addition, you will be responsible for various small group work activities.  Attendance and promptness are also factors here.

ATTENDANCE: Expect to attend every class ON TIME with your reading and writing assignments completed, and be prepared to participate in discussion and/or group work.  Much of your work will consist of talking with others in class about your writing and about the texts we read.  Thus, this is not a course for which you can “make up” the work you have missed.  You are allowed three absences for the semester, no questions asked; every class period you miss after the third will result in lowering your course total 15 points.  Make certain that you inform me in advance about religious holidays or athletic competitions for which you must miss class.  Tardiness is unacceptable; every three late arrivals is the equivalent of an absence, point-wise.  Any student who misses more than three classes before week 10 may be withdrawn from the course and assigned a WR.  
LATE PAPERS:  Later papers will be penalized heavily.  For each class day that a paper is late, 10 points will be taken from the total points earned.

PLAGIARISM: Any paper with your name on it signifies that you are the author -- that the wording and ideas are yours, with exceptions indicated by quotation marks and citations.  Plagiarism is the unacknowledged use of others’ materials (words and ideas).  Evidence of plagiarism will result in a failing grade for the entire course, and a report filed with the Provost.  Plagiarism is a serious offence, and considered so by the University.
