Project Document  #1: Summary, Quotation, & Analysis (75 pts)
(2 double-spaced, typed pages) 
Final Draft Due: Thursday, 1/25
This project document is in three parts:

1) Write a “directed summary” of Cleaver, Winston, or the essay that you found (if you are using one of the cartoons, this will work, but it will be difficult – we will discuss in class).  The summary should be no more than one page, although it may be shorter, and it will address only the portion of the text that is most directly related to your topic for Essay #1.  In other words, you are NOT to summarize the whole essay.  Leave out everything that is not relevant to your Essay #1 topic/argument.
2) After the directed summary, include a list of two or three quotations from each of the texts that you’re using (for a total of four or six quotations; if you’re using a cartoon, just quickly mention the aspect or portion of the cartoon that you might use).  Introduce each quotation with an attributive tag, as if it was in a formal paper.  Use quotations, of course, and proper MLA documentation (you might look at Blackboard, under “Course Content” in the folder “Handouts” for a sheet on how to document sources).

3) After each quotation, write a few lines about why you think the quotation is interesting, what you might say about it, or how it might be useful to Essay #1.  You might explain the significance of the quotation as it relates to our culture, describe other contexts in which the quotation might be applicable, or elaborate on its topic.  The point is to conduct some analysis of the quotation on some level (either in terms of your own paper, or the quotation itself – we’ll talk more about this in class).
