EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION~AUGUST 2007

Due to sidewalk construction, a section of the EAST-bound traffic lane of Circle Drive was CLOSED. 
Update: Once construction resumes, the contractor will work until mid-September.  High temperatures affected the installation of the concrete, but the contractor has installed most of the curb from Whiteside around to the Woodland Hall walkway.  He also installed the concrete walk in front of Bluff Hall to connect the main entry to the new walk along Circle Drive.  He then installed the sidewalk to connect Residence Drive along Circle Drive to the walkway from Woodland Hall and installed accessible ramps at crosswalks and connected the ramps to the existing sidewalks.

EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~NEW TRASH/RECYCLING SCHEDULE~

AUGUST, 2007

Building occupants who were on campus over the summer are well aware of the changes in trash/recycling pick up.  Trash is now picked up every other week, recycling picked up every other week as well.  The schedule is as follows:  August 20, September 3 and 17, October 1, 15 and 29, November 12 and 26, and December 10 are weeks when recycling is picked up; August 27, October 8 and 22, November 5 and 19, and December 3 and 17 are weeks for picking up trash. EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~DOOR HARDWARE~AUGUST, 2007

ADA door hardware upgrades are being made in Peck Hall, Rendleman Hall, Dunham Hall, Vadalabene Center and the Science Building.  (In the late 1990’s, the Capital Development Board (CDB) completed the first of the ADA Upgrade projects which primarily replaced door knobs to classrooms and provided building access.)  The current project is addressing priority items listed in the original survey.  In general, the principal work involves the entrance door to office suites, offices directly on a corridor, and laboratories directly on a corridor where the entrance door knob is replaced with a lever style handle and the door closer is replaced.

Some departments have experienced the replacement and have had problems with the new hardware.  The contractor realized that a problem had developed in certain applications and stopped installing those locksets.  
As a result, the contractor put a sign on each door with replacement door knobs reminding the occupant of which way to turn the key.  (In some cases, if the key is turned in the wrong direction, the door will unlock and stick that way; it this happens, please notify FM at 3711 with the door number.)  The contractor is working with the manufacturer to correct the problem, so the carpenter is only installing lever handles without lock function problems.

A second issue is that many departments leave the corridor door open for recognizable student access.  The current doors have a hold-open function on the closer.  New door closers do not currently include the hold-open feature, but may be retrofitted as needed.  CDB will have to approve any associated costs for this addition hold-open item.  Departments needing the hold-open feature should send a request to Rick Klein at riklein@siue.edu.  Rick will review the doors to verify that they are not fire-rated doors that must be kept closed for fire protection.  (If a door is fire-rated, Rick will provide the procedure to have opened doors.)

Two buildings that were on campus before the University were demolished over the summer.  The Quonset Hut, one of the early locales for Facilities Management (or Physical Plant, as it was called), also served as the experimental theater for students before construction of Metcalf Theater.  More recently, it was used by the Theater for storage until they chose storage where critters do not eat the scenery.  Contract Archeology was a tract house used by Contract Archeology until the program was discontinued; prior to that it was used as one of many “music houses” on campus.
