EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~NEW TRASH/RECYCLING SCHEDULE~

AUGUST, 2007

Building occupants who were on campus over the summer are well aware of the changes in trash/recycling pick up. MAINTENANCE UPDATES/REMINDERS

EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~RETURNING STUDENTS~AUGUST 2007
The reason for SIUE (a.k.a. students) returns this week for Fall Semester.  They will be getting their textbooks at the Textbook Services location in University Park, moving into residence halls, and generally adapting to being back to school.  As a result, pedestrian traffic may be more congested.  Drivers are reminded to be alert for pedestrians.  Each and every student is invaluable to SIUE.

EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~ONGOING RENOVATIONS~AUGUST 2007
Facilities Management plumbers began replacement of sinks in restrooms in Founders and Alumni Hall on Monday, August 6, 2007.  At various times, water was shut off to restrooms and building occupants had to use restrooms in other buildings.  

Replacement of the sinks and counters in Founders and Alumni Halls is the first phase of an ongoing restroom renovation project on campus.  Next spring, the partitions, stools and urinals in both buildings will be replaced and the floors renovated.  Over the next few years, all restrooms on campus will be similarly renovated.  In addition to the aesthetic improvements from this project, it will significantly improve the ADA compliance of restroom facilities, reduce water usage in campus restrooms by ~60% and make it easier to keep restrooms clean and sanitary.

As always, FM appreciates the patience of the University Community as improvements are completed for the return of students.

ALTON CAMPUS~ IN ANTICIPATION~AUGUST 2007

In preparation for the return of students to SIUE SDM Alton Campus, (Alton classes began August 13) floors were stripped and waxed, new microscopes and X-ray units were installed, existing X-ray units were calibrated, dental chairs and other equipment were inspected and repaired as needed.  The porch on Building 8273 (Administration Building) was renovated, with wrought iron railing and a concrete cap replacement.   
EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~KEYLESS ACCESS~AUGUST 2007
With the installation and connection of the sliding door on the south side of Alumni Hall, keyless access to campus core buildings after hours is available.  Faculty, staff and students listed by their departments are able to access buildings after hours by swiping their SIUE ID at the appropriate entrance.

PROJECT UPDATES

EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION~AUGUST 2007
Due to sidewalk construction, a section of the EAST-bound traffic lane of Circle Drive was CLOSED effective July 26, 2007. 
Update: The contractor has delayed work to allow for classes starting until the 27th of August.  Two-way traffic will be available on Circle Drive for Move-In and the first week of school.  Once construction resumes, the contractor will work until mid-September.  The high temperatures affected the installation of the concrete, but the contractor has installed most of the curb from Whiteside around to the Woodland Hall walkway.  He also installed the concrete walk in front of Bluff Hall to connect the main entry to the new walk along Circle Drive.  He then installed the sidewalk to connect Residence Drive along Circle Drive to the walkway from Woodland Hall and installed accessible ramps at crosswalks and connected the ramps to the existing sidewalks.     
EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~VADALABENE CENTER~AUGUST 2007
Update:  The architects presented four concepts and related construction costs.  One layout was best and will be further developed.  The budget was reviewed and some adjustments will be required to keep the project within budget, but it appears that careful consideration of materials and finishes will be adequate to meet the budget. 

EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~NEW CHEMISTRY LABS~AUGUST 2007
Update:  An Open House was held last Wednesday and all visitors were suitably impressed by the finished product.  The Nursing School will use the laboratories primarily for introductory Chemistry classes and sent a very nice complimentary note to those involved in designing and completing the project.  Of course, some final work items remain, but nothing to prevent the classes from starting on schedule.  One benefit to the construction of these labs is that materials and cabinetry can be “test driven” for a few years in anticipation of the new Science Building laboratories.

EAST ST. LOUIS CAMPUS~VARIOUS RENOVATIONS~AUGUST 2007
Update:  Window installation and related wall finishing is complete, though the installer changed an installation detail.  The change was not acceptable to the University and he will have to return to correct the problem since his detail has to match the existing detail completed when the University replaced three window units damaged by the wind storm of 2006.
EDWARDSVILLE/ALTON CAMPUSES~ADA PROJECTS~AUGUST 2007
Update:   The contractor has completed the concrete masonry unit work on the addition to 8280 at Alton.  Elevator equipment has arrived, but will not be installed until a roof is built and windows installed.  The electrical contractor has most of the fire alarm system installed at the Vadalabene Center, and has work left in the second floor mechanical equipment room and the men’s locker room.  The contractor has been given the go-ahead on a change order involving work to install the chair lift elevator at Dunham Hall, so some work will begin there.  Installation of new hardware in corridor doors was started in the Science Building, but was temporarily suspended until the lock operation is clarified for staff and faculty.  The hardware change out was shifted then to Peck Hall and will return to the Science Building upon completion.

EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~MODIFICATION ORDERS~AUGUST, 2007
Update:  Peck Hall Classroom 2304 is finished.  Alumni Hall Classroom 2104 (Bank of Edwardsville Room) is finished sufficiently for class usage.  Some miscellaneous items remain to be completed after classes start.  White boards are on order and will be installed once received, but the manufacturer hasn’t set a delivery date.  Meanwhile, a portable white board will be used.  Also, five table tops, damaged during delivery, will be replaced.  The damaged ones are usable and the new ones should be here by the end of August; replacement will be scheduled around class times.  New wood flooring was completed this week in the Band and Choir practice rooms; a little clean up and touch up remain.  Rubber tile installed in the Rendleman corridors starting late last week will be completed in time for the return for students.  Two classrooms in Founders Hall had rubber tile installed last week and are ready for students.

EDWARDSVILLE CAMPUS~SCIENCE BUILDING~AUGUST 2007
Update:  The architects made a presentation to the Committee to discuss the program and budget.  Several design concepts were also presented for the Committee’s review.  One concept was not completely developed since it was conceived the day before the meeting.  Yet, it showed great promise and the architects were going back to their office to further develop this idea.  It was presented to the Committee on the 16th.  That meeting resulted in an agreement that the new facility would be oriented east to west for the long side.  Plan wise, after much discussion, an earlier scheme seemed to offer the best layout, but needed to be reversed and flipped and turned 90 degrees:  confusing!?!?!?  Fortunately, it made sense to the architects who will develop this modified concept and review it with the Committee.  A meeting with the Chairs is scheduled for the end of August to view the plan concept and have the opportunity to comment.
