IN THE WORKS

VADALABENE CENTER

A new project just entering the design stage is the replacement of the bleachers in the Vadalabene Center Gym.  Though it may not sound like much of a project, major “additions’ are planned as part of the project.  No additions to the building are planned, but space under the bleachers will be created for a variety o fuses.  The current bleachers are the tallest units ever mad4 by this bleacher company, and they have served well for all the years the gym has been in use.  However, every time the bleachers are pulled out or retracted, a specialist from the bleacher company has to be on it in case, or more often, when a problem develops from moving the bleachers.

NEW CHEMISTRY LABS

Update July 15, 2007:  The casework installation is underway and moving right along.  Painting, also, is finished, though the contractor will return to put on a second case once the casework is complete.  The electricians will be sending in two people to work to offset the unfortunate loss of a young electrician who passed away.  The plumbers will resume work this week now that portions of the casework are installed.
EAST ST. LOUIS HIGHER EDUCATION CENTER (ESLHEC)

Update July 15, 2007:  Contractors are bidding on the installation of new ceiling panels and repainting of the grid in the cafeteria.  Now that the grill hood exhaust system works properly, the smoke stained ceiling can be replaced.  One section of the ceiling will not be replaced until an exterior wall leak is repaired.  That repair is part of the exterior enhancement project that includes enclosure of the Building A stairwells, tuckpointing of bricks, and a new metal roof on Building C. 

ADA PROJECT

Update July 15, 2007:   The masonry block construction continues as the weather has been cooperative.  A new brick sample has been located ant is at the sight for review by Facilities as a match to the existing brick.
The contractor has visited Dunham Hall to look at the revised work required by the new elevator installation.  The contractor is pricing the new work as well as planning to start construction on the elevator.  It should be evident when the work begins as a hole will have to be cut through the slate and concrete floor just south of the Theater.  

SCIENCE BUILDING

Update July 15, 2007:  The architects presented a draft copy of the Program Analysis for the University to review.  The Analysis is contained in two (2) 2” notebooks, so it will take some time to read and digest.  Meanwhile, the architects are negotiating with CDB the next; phase of their design contract.  Hopefully, CDB will move quickly and come to an agreement on the fee in order to keep the project moving.  The Legislature still needs to pass a budget, which should contain a capital improvements section that would provide the construction monies to erect the new Science addition and renovate the existing Science Building.
MODIFICATION ORDER PROJECTS

Update July 15, 2007:  Work is moving ahead in Peck Hall Classroom 2304 as the wall was removed and a new wall added to enlarge the room several feet.  New tiers will be built to raise the tables about 5” for each tier added.  This elevation change will greatly improve the sight line for students and the professor.  A similar change is being made to the Bank of Edwardsville Room in alumni Hall, room 2401, although no walls will be modified.  The room will change to face north so the existing tiers will be removed starting this week.  New 6” tiers will be added for each row of seats.  The seating will have a slight angle on the left and right sides to improve the students’ view and interaction.  Several classrooms in Founders Hall are being refurbished with new paint, ceiling cleaning and painting, and new rubber tile floors.  The carpet in many classrooms takes a beating from food and drink spills, so the use of rubber tile will eliminate the unsightly stains.  Some classrooms are having new carpet installed as well.  The new Kinesiology Laboratory is getting close to completion.  Workers are swarming all over campus completing numerous projects in time for the new school year.  
Demolition begins this week in the basement of Lovejoy Library to develop work areas and offices for Library Technology Services, the group that processes new books, CD’s and other library material when it first arrives.   They will move from the top floor to the new location in fresh spaces.
