WHAT’S NEW?
STRIPING OF ROADS

North and East University Drives as well as Circle Drive will be re-striped beginning Wednesday, August 1, 2007.  One lane will remain open at all times; drivers are encouraged to slow down and drive where directed or where indicated by traffic cones.
NO KIDDING

Facilities Management Plumbers are called to buildings on a regular basis to repair drinking fountains where people have poured various liquids down the drain, especially coffee. IN THE WORKS

CAMPUS SIDEWALKS

Keller Construction completed the removal of the shoulder, set their construction barrels in the shoulder, put up warning signs and opened the east-bound lane to traffic.  They return Tuesday, July 31, 2007, to resume work.

VADALABENE CENTER

Update July 29, 2007:  Design work and rough cost estimates are in the planning stages by the Architects.  A review meeting will be held in mid-August to discuss preliminary findings and review the potential costs.  Several design concepts will be discussed, the pros and cons of each will be weighed along with the respective costs, and one alternative will be selected for implementation. 
NEW CHEMISTRY LABS

Update July 29, 2007:  The contractor is still saying the work will be finished by Friday, August 3, 2007.  The carpet and quartz tile floor in the prep Lab were installed this week.  Installation of the lab flooring and the main electrical switch gear will begin Monday.  Power should be turned on early next week to replace the current temporary electric panel.  OIT completed their work earlier this week.  The engineers inspected the above ceiling work and approved it; the contractor will begin installation of the ceiling pads.  The architects have noted a few punch list items on recent visits; they start the formal punch list next Wednesday afternoon.  
EAST ST. LOUIS HIGHER EDUCATION CENTER (ESLHEC)

Update July 29, 2007:  The window replacement project continues to move ahead of the schedule and should be completed by mid-August.  The contractor is processing paperwork and shop drawings in preparation to start the exterior renovation project; he hopes to start repairs in early August.  A project to replace the black fence is in the design stage; CDB is encouraging the architect to keep the design moving.
ADA PROJECT

Update July 29, 2007:   The mason is installing the concrete block at the 8280 elevator addition.  A brick sample was reviewed, but the original choice remains the best match.  When the brick was first selected, the delivery date was too late to fit the construction project.  However, all the delays will now allow the contractor to order the brick that matches best.  The brick may not arrive until late September, but the contractor can continue work as the concrete masonry units will enclose the building and keep it dry for interior work.
The proposed accessible bathroom modification at the ERTC has been deleted from this current project.  In the near future, a different small project will add a separate, family style accessible restroom to that building which will not only meet the accessibility requirements, but will help the facility with an additional restroom now needed due to the growing number of seminars held at the building.

MODIFICATION ORDER PROJECTS

Update July 29, 2007:  New furniture for Peck Hall Classroom 2304 is scheduled for delivery early Monday morning.  A specialist with the furniture manufacturer has explained the installation via video and slide projector pictures and will be on site to assist Facilities carpenters in starting assembly of those units.  Construction of the tiers for Alumni Hall, Room 2401 (the Bank of Edwardsville Room) starts Monday; the electricians will be running conduit and power under the tiers to feed each table.  Rubber tile is scheduled for delivery the first of the week and will be used in several classrooms in Founders Hall.  Replacement tile for Rendleman Hall is scheduled to arrive around August 15th and will be installed shortly thereafter.
SCIENCE BUILDING

Update July 15, 2007:  The architects presented a draft copy of the Program Analysis for the University to review.  The Analysis is contained in two (2) 2” notebooks, so it will take some time to read and digest.  Meanwhile, the architects are negotiating with CDB the next; phase of their design contract.  Hopefully, CDB will move quickly and come to an agreement on the fee in order to keep the project moving.  The Legislature still needs to pass a budget, which should contain a capital improvements section that would provide the construction monies to erect the new Science addition and renovate the existing Science Building.
