Weekend Access

Those who find it necessary to be on campus over a week-end or holiday are reminded that building access can be gained by phoning Campus Police at extension 3324.  They will then radio a Building Engineer who will meet the person to let them in; however, the engineer will want to see an SIUE ID before allowing a person into the building.  “Weekend workers” are also reminded that building temperatures will be cooler and to dress accordingly.


Road Repairs 

The 2009 road work season is starting.

Activity has already started on the IDOT project to upgrade the intersection of University Park Drive and Route 157.  That work will go on through most of the summer.  Turn and acceleration lanes will be added on Route 157 and a second left turn lane will be added to University Park Drive.  No road closures have been announced related to this work, but there will be lane closures and other traffic obstructions in this area throughout the construction period.

Work will begin late in the first week of April or early in the second week on South University Drive and Circle Drive guardrails.  This project will improve safety by removing guardrails and providing proper slopes to allow cars to stop safely if they do run off the road.  Traffic safety thinking has developed since the University was built and it is now realized that hitting a guardrail is not always the safest way to stop.  No lane closures are expected in this project; however, the U-turn lanes will be closed for short periods of time.  Workers, equipment and flaggers will be present on the road shoulders; please slow down and take care when they are present.

The next phase of the sidewalk on the outside of Circle Drive will also start soon.  It will go from the Circle Drive crosswalk at the entry to Lot A to the drive into Birger Hall.  The outside lane will be closed for a period of time and both the traffic turning left into Lot A and through traffic going west will share the center lane.  Watch for both workers and stopped traffic in this area.

Later in the summer, South University Drive will be repaved from the south edge of campus to the Campus Core, and patching will be done on North and Northwest University Drives.

Work is being coordinated to ensure there are no construction related issues on campus during graduation weekends.

PROJECTS


Student Success Center (Morris University Center)

The building is appearing more finished on the outside as the brick and stone are installed along with the windows; construction trailers block some of the view, but the north and west walls are nearly completed and work will begin on the south walls shortly. On the first floor, paint is being applied to the partitions and the polished concrete floor is nearing completion. Rough-in of electrical and mechanical is almost finished in the lower level and the drywall is being hung and taped. One of the “green” solutions in this project is the use of polished concrete in lieu of a tile product. The concrete floor is integral to the building and is generally covered with a flooring material. In the main corridors and open public areas, the concrete is ground smooth and a colored dye is applied, followed by 2 coats of clear sealer. It makes an attractive floor and is very practical as it is a hard surface and requires little on-going maintenance during its lifetime.

Student Fitness Center
Except for the big hole in the south wall, the exterior walls are mostly complete. The roofing contractor will soon begin to install the red metal roof. The hole in the wall remains to provide access for concrete delivery trucks when the pouring of the gym floor starts shortly. The concrete has to cure for several weeks while the wood floor is acclimated to the atmosphere of the building and the hole in the south wall is properly enclosed.

Early Childhood Center
The contractor is working hard finishing the addition. Several State Agencies have to review and approve the building before the staff and kids can move into the new space. Once that move is completed, the contractor will begin the renovation of the old space. A number of walls will be torn out to enlarge and reshape the spaces to improve the efficiency of the operation. The new space is very nice with open ceilings, some of them sloped, and  the walls are painted the normal flat, bright colors (not primary colors, but pleasant shades of greens, blues and reds). Bamboo flooring, a nice “green” product, was installed in the classrooms and corridors as it is a renewable product; it looks very nice.

Dunham Hall
Several small projects will occur in Dunham Hall after school ends in May. On the south side of the Theater, the old noisy chair lift will be removed and a new quiet chair lift will be installed. A further improvement will be the elimination of the open steel grating that provided the upper landing over the steps; a new solid floor will be installed. A wood covered divider wall will separate the upper landing area from the stairway which will remain open during construction. A separate project, scheduled for after summer performance season closes in July, adds safeguards on the catwalk system above the Theater. A network of walkways above the ceiling allows for positioning and aiming lighting for each stage production. The catwalk is very functional, but recent safety requirements necessitate changes to the system. The Theater will be closed from late July until mid-September to allow the modifications to take place. Design is proceeding with bidding scheduled for mid-May.

ERTC
The recent State-financed ADA Upgrade program created a logistical problem at the ERTC, where one toilet fixture would have been eliminated from each restroom. This change would have caused problems for the special classes and meetings frequently held in the facility. Working with CDB, it was determined that an office could be converted into a “family” rest room which would meet the needs for accessibility as well as provide an additional rest room. Planning also incorporated the concept of plumbing rough-ins to allow future expansion of the men’s room, as the majority of building users are men. Construction will get under way shortly after classes dismiss in May. There should be little inconvenience to the building occupants other than the noise of breaking up the concrete floor to allow the plumbing pipe installation. Those noisy activities will be scheduled around times when the building is unoccupied or mostly unoccupied. 

School of Pharmacy
Steel erection is underway and will go quickly. Previous work to prepare the site and pour the concrete foundation and floor was hidden by the berm and orange fencing. Now, the outline ofthe student lounge addition is apparent on the 220 Building. Soon, metal stud exterior walls will start, as will the installation of the metal roof deck followed by roofing.

Alumni Hall
The painting of the off white walls has been completed in the Atrium. The face of the openings and the areas around the stairs will be painted a darker green. Favorable comments have been made to Facilities; thanks go to the Dean of Nursing and the Dean of Education for their assistance in color selection.

School of Dental Medicine
Bids received on the replacement windows for the Science Building were acceptable. A contract will be awarded and shop drawings produced, thoughit will probably be some time in mid to late May before actual work begins. The basement of the Science Building has been cleaned out with demolition of the old laboratory cabinets and counters. The space will be converted into a computer study/testing facility for the Dental students. It will provide a quiet area for those tests that can be administered via computer.

East St. Louis Higher Education Campus
Construction noise and activities have been absent on the East St. Louis campus as the design work for the next two projects proceed. The first project to hit the bid list will be masonry wall repairs to the brick wall on Building B. The second floor wall that runs over the offices and cafeteria will be opened to repair the bottom course of flashing. Earlier, “exploratory surgery” opened up small pieces of the wall to discover that the base of the wall moved outward an inch or so and allowed water to run behind the flashing and into to the offices and cafeteria. Repairs will involve removing the bottom courses of the wall and installing new flashing tight to the wall sheathing. Repairs along the roof edge will also solve the penetration of water into the wall. Design is also beginning on replacement of the black wrought iron type fence. Unfortunately, the original contractor did a poor job of constructing the fence and installing it, which may explain why he went bankrupt. Several of the street gates have fallen from inadequate hinges and will be replaced. All agree that the black fence is an attractive element on the campus and the basic concept will be retained.

Miscellaneous Projects
A number of smaller projects will occur over the remainder of the Fiscal year. A roof will be installed over the open patio area at the Art & Design School. Also, several ceiling hung heating/air conditioning units in the building will be replaced with roof top units, which will certainly improve the quietness of the work spaces. A new sidewalk will connect Birger Hall to Parking Lot 12 and plans are underway to continue the walk to Bluff Hall. Eventually, a sidewalk will encircle the core campus. Parking Lot B will be closed most of July and into early August as some planned operational updates are made to the lot; watch for emails from Parking with more information and timing. A carpet replacement program is about ready to be bid with installation to begin shortly after classes end in May. As usual, there will be a number of small office renovations occurring as departments reorganize or improve services throughout the summer months. Once the Success Center is completed and assorted departments move into the new building, the spaces left behind will be renovated into a variety of uses, the most important of which is the addition of at least two classrooms.
