Paving, paving, paving…
Despite the torrential rains, the rebuilding of South University Drive is 
still on schedule. Paving of the Northbound lanes should finish late 
Friday.

On Wednesday night, all traffic will be moved over to the new pavement on 
the Northbound side. Work will begin to rebuild the Southbound side on 
Thursday morning.

There will be two way traffic on the Northbound (east) side from Stadium 
Drive to P1 on the North half of the campus core. Southbound traffic will 
switch over to the Northbound side north of the Hairpin in front of Alumni 
Hall where you would now make a left turn to go to P1.

Traffic to the hairpin will be limited to bus traffic and special visitors 
to the Admissions office authorized to park in the hairpin. Access to the 
hairpin will only be available from the North End and there will be two way 
traffic from the Hairpin to the P1 intersection.

Access will be provided to and from the South side of Circle Drive (by 
Rendleman) via two way traffic from the South P1 crossover. The same 
crossover where you make the U turn if going to S. Circle Drive from 
Northbound University Drive now.

The project is on schedule for all work to be completed by August 7.

Upcoming Holiday

Think it will rain?
After a less than stellar Memorial Day when crafts were called in to address flooding in the Vadalabene Center, Tuesday, May 26, 2009, proved no better.  Flooding caused problems in Art & Design, Engineering Building, Alumni Hall, Dunham Hall, Student Fitness Center, and Lovejoy Library.  The Wastewater Treatment Plant was soaked by approximately four feet of water, causing various pieces of equipment to malfunction. Crafts labored to remove items from the water so motors could be rewound, belts replaced, etc.  Additionally, the campus wide clocks were not working due to problems discovered in the weekend outage, and electrical problems were found in the Science Building.

Out of time…
The central clock system on the Edwardsville Campus is being eliminated.  The clocks have been kept accurate through a signal sent over the campus high voltage distribution system from 44 year old equipment at the Heating and Refrigeration Plant.  During the recent electric outage to replace the main switch at the H&R Plant, it was discovered that the equipment installed inside the switch was failing.  After consultation with the campus administration, a decision was made to eliminate the central clock system rather than spend the $60-80,000 necessary to upgrade the system.  Over the next few weeks, the clocks will be removed. 

New Poag Road Resurfacing
Resurfacing of New Poag Road is expected to begin the week of July 20, 2009, and will start from Allen Road up to Highway 111.  Questions should be directed to Gary at Madison County Highway Department, 296-4744.

Work Order Input
Departments are requested to enter only their AIS Budget Purpose number on Service Requisitions sent/faxed to FM.  Only the Budget Purpose is needed in TMA, FM’s new work order system.  

Also, one of the “perks” of the new system is the notification of customers that their work request has been received, followed by notification when the request has been made into a work order.  However, the notice when the request is made into a work order states that the work order is “scheduled,” when it has actually just been sent to the crafts.  The wording was a part of the TMA package and could not be changed.  

Lastly, many of those who send Service Requisitions to Facilities Management are unaware that a certain amount of “wait time” or “lead time” attaches to any Service Request that is not an emergency.  Emergencies, routine work orders (toilets not flushing, auto doors not working, no electrical service), and renovations must be scheduled in addition to Service Requisitions; as a result, lead time of two to three weeks should be anticipated. When work is needed at a specific time, the time frame should be noted on the Service Requisition.   FM strives constantly to keep the lines of communication open and appreciates the cooperation of the University community.   

 
PROJECTS
Alton Siding Project
A contract has been awarded to cover the existing siding of the Gym Building in Alton.  The siding should be lovely; exposed insulation with wood nailing strips over the top!  Actually, this work is the initial phase of the re-siding and window replacement project.  The removal of asbestos shingles exposed the building to potential water infiltration as there are numerous open joints.  In spite of all the heavy rains since the building siding was removed, little water has entered the building.  The architects are nearly finished with the drawings to replace the windows and roof and to install new siding that meets the historical requirements.

Alton MDL Building
The existing two-story building that is part of the MDL building is scheduled for demolition later this summer.  The existing one-story portion will remain and a new face on the north side (College Avenue) will be added to match the rest of the building.  Eventually, a new portion that will include new laboratories will be added along College Avenue.

Alton Science Building
A contract has been awarded to remove and replace all of the windows in the Alton Science Building.  Class schedules and research schedules will drive the installation pattern, so it may appear that the contractor is working haphazardly.  However, there is a method to his madness, and he will have all windows replaced this summer.

Early Childhood Center
The contractor is busy inside the existing facility remodeling it to match the new space.  New offices and a conference room will meet the needs of the staff that have used equipment closets and shared offices for quite a few years.  Classrooms will be renovated and updated to match the addition and new heating and cooling equipment will replace the existing 20 year old equipment.  A new decorative “black iron” fence will be added on the north and west sides to enclose the play areas.  A special landscaped area will be used as an educational tool to enhance the children’s learning experiences.

Student Fitness Center
The big hole in the south end of the building has been closed.  Interior finishes are being installed and the wood gym floor installation is expected to start very soon.  In another month, the fitness equipment installation will begin.  The new addition will provide two additional basketball courts, three volleyball courts and several badminton courts, plus seating for 500 in roll-out bleachers.  The remainder of the first level will have a catering kitchen, a juice bar, and men’s and women’s restrooms.  The existing main entry corridor/lobby will be extended to the west end of the building with an additional entry out the north side.  The second floor will have spinning areas and two multi-purpose work out spaces.  Court 1 of the existing building was damaged by water from a frozen sprinkler line last December and is currently undergoing replacement.  The floor should be operational by the time the fall semester begins.  

Vadalabene Center Gym
The 8-month old gym floor in the Vadalabene Center was heavily damaged during the Memorial Day rain storm.  The University determined that it would be in our best long-term interests to remove the entire floor and replace it.  The major factor was that water was trapped between a plywood subfloor and where the main leak occurred.  Moisture tests revealed that the entire wood floor exceeded the maximum permitted moisture level ¾” below the surface and no technique was available to dry the floor to acceptable levels before the fall competition began; it was anticipated that a year or more would be required to dry the wood.  Thus, an emergency project to replace the wood floor has been instituted.  Bids will be coming in very shortly and the contractor will work around two critical dates; those for Commencement and the start of basketball on October 15th.  The contractor will determine his work schedule based upon the Gym being available on those dates.

Student Success Center
From the outside, the Success Center doesn’t look like it is even close to completion.  However, inside, much of the building is complete and punch list review has begun.  Several office complexes have already been checked and a punch list prepared.  Furniture is arriving via semi-trucks for about a week in early July.  Soon, departments will begin relocating to the Success Center, so watch the e-mail for individual moves.  As to the outside?  The rain has delayed the preliminary dirt/debris removal, but the contractor and SIUE Grounds will begin shortly to restore the exterior grounds to a nice grassy hillside.


Miscellaneous Projects
Summer is a busy time for Facilities Management as crafts work on projects that can’t begin until spring semester ends but must be finished by start of the fall semester.  Numerous roof projects are ongoing, which also affect the scheduling of interior remodeling.  For example, the School of Business Dean’s Suite and related offices will be upgraded this summer, but the work is affected by the roofer’s schedule on replacing the roof.  Although some interior work can be completed prior to the roofer finishing, obviously, new carpet needs to wait until the roofer is done.  Some “backfill” work will start later this summer as departments move into the Success Center; plans are being developed to create 7-8 classrooms serving 45, 60, or 90 students in the vacated space.  Some other areas may change occupants and little or no work will be required to accommodate the new users.
