May Power Outage Reminder

To allow system maintenance there will be two campus wide electric outages 
on May 16 and 17. Outage one will be from approximately 7:00 AM until Noon 
on Saturday May 16. The second outage will be on Sunday May 17 when the 
repairs are completed. It will also be about 4 - 5 hours long.

Unfortunately the timing of the Sunday outage will not be known until late 
Saturday. It depends on how quickly the system repairs are made.

Both AmerenIP and Facilities Management recommend that, if at all possible, 
people refrain from visiting campus during the outages.

The Early Childhood Center, Metcalf Theater, the H&R Plant, and the RecPlex 
will be without power from early Saturday morning until the repairs are 
complete on Sunday.  Also, the VC pool will be closed Saturday through Monday.

University Park, Cougar Village, Birger Hall, Credit Union, Counseling 
Services, ERTC, Baseball, and Korte Stadium will not be affected.

All other University buildings on the Edwardsville campus including the 
Residence Halls will be affected. Due to the extended outage at the H&R 
Plant there will be no cooling in the core buildings that weekend.

The storm date in case weather creates hazardous conditions on that weekend 
will be the following weekend May 23 and 24. If necessary a weather call 
will be made late Thursday May 14.

Work Order Input
Departments are requested to enter only their AIS Budget Purpose number on Service Requisitions sent/faxed to FM.  Only the Budget Purpose is needed in TMA, FM’s new work order system.  

Also, one of the “perks” of the new system is the notification of customers that their work request has been received, followed by notification when the request has been made into a work order.  However, the notice when the request is made into a work order states that the work order is “scheduled,” when it has actually just been sent to the crafts.  The wording was a part of the TMA package and could not be changed.  

Lastly, many of those who send Service Requisitions to Facilities Management are unaware that a certain amount of “wait time” or “lead time” attaches to any Service Request that is not an emergency.  Emergencies, routine work orders (toilets not flushing, auto doors not working, no electrical service), and renovations must be scheduled in addition to Service Requisitions; as a result, lead time of two to three weeks should be anticipated.  FM strives constantly to keep the lines of communication open and appreciates the cooperation of the University community.

Alton Siding Project

Work by licensed asbestos contractors to remove the asbestos siding from the Gym Building in Alton is complete.  The removal was requested by the Illinois Historic preservation Agency to help determine what the building used to look like.  Most of the original siding underneath was “board & batten” with a strip at the top of “shiplap.”  It appears the roof was raised at some time.

Plans are being prepared to insulate the building and replace the siding and windows to restore the building to its original appearance.
