
ANNUAL UNDERGRADUATE SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS

ELIGIBILITY: 

Must be an undergraduate with at least junior standing (61 hours) at the end of the fall semester 2011, 

Must have a minimum grade point average of 3.5, and 

Must have earned at least 24 semester hours at SIUE by the end of the fall semester 2011. 

*Note: Students with a 100% waiver for tuition and fees are not eligible.

APPLICATION PACKAGES MUST INCLUDE: 

Up-to-date transcript (Fall 2011 grades must be submitted as soon as available); 

Resume which includes work experience, self-development and service activities, extra-curricular activities, financial scholarships and/or awards, school and/or other organizational memberships; 

Personal statement which describes the most valuable aspect of the educational experience at SIUE (1 page limit); 

Statement of career goals which articulates how remaining SIUE education will help fulfill these goals (1 page limit); and 

Two confidential letters of recommendation from SIUE faculty or staff to be sent directly to Dr. Allan B. Ho. Students should follow up on their requests for letters to be sure that they have been submitted by the deadline.

AWARD: 


One scholarship of up to $1500 (which must be applied to undergraduate or graduate tuition and fees at SIUE) may be awarded.  Use of the scholarship shall meet the following criteria: 

· The award will be placed in an account in the Bursar’s Office and will be drawn upon for tuition and fees upon completion of registration each academic term. 

· A statement from the appropriate dean will be required each term attesting to the student’s good standing in the school. 

The award must be fully disbursed at SIUE within twelve (12) months of receipt.
