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STUDENTS ARE REQUIRED TO HAVE A GRADE OF C OR HIGHER IN ALL SOCIAL WORK COURSES.

Courses must be completed by all students pursuing a BSW in Social Work, including students transferring with a general education
waiver.

A grade of C or higher is required.

Two courses in philosophy are required. PHIL 106 and one other philosophy course must be completed and may be taken at either
the introductory or the distribution level. PHIL 233, 245, 320, 321, 334 and 346 are recommended.

Courses must be taken concurrently (SOCW 201 & SOCW 202, SOCW 480 & SOCW 482, SOCW 481 & SOCW 483).
Courses offered Fall only.

Courses offered Spring only.

Summer course work may be necessary in order to complete this degree in a timely manner. These courses are often offered in the
summer to accommodate this need.

NOTE: SOCW courses are offered once per year as indicated above. Students will complete the Social Work major courses as listed in
either a two or four year sequence depending on full-time or part-time status. Student can declare their major in Social Work if they will
have all general education courses completed by the end of Spring or Summer semester prior to starting the Social Work program in the
Fall semester.
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Declaring a Social Work Major: To declare a major in Social Work, it is necessary to have:

1. Completed all Academic Development courses required by the University;

2. Completed any required courses to address high school deficiencies;

3. An SIUE grade point average of 2.5 or higher. If an STUE GPA has not been established, a student must have a transfer grade
point average of 2.5 or higher;

4. All general education requirements must be completed with the exception of ENG 201 and an IS course prior to entering major
(see Year 1 and Year 2). Students can declare if they will have all these courses completed by the end of the summer semester
prior to beginning major coursework.

Students must meet with a Social Work adviser within three (3) weeks of declaring to avoid being undeclared.
