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This paper will focus on how Cherokees moved along IL 146 under dire circumstances 

but it was their sense of nation and national pride that allowed them to persevere as a 

sovereign nation.  Today, the Cherokee experience is remembered through a host of 

markers and interpretative sites revealing those struggles but triumphs as they traveled 

among hostile peoples and environment.
