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Creations of memories in TV series. The importance of space in intertwining fiction and reality.

TV series reach nowadays an incredible amount of people. The influence of these shows in the collective memory of a country is still to be proven. Nonetheless, the analysis of these shows shed light on how they are able to become powerful tools in memory creation when they are addressing historical events. 23-F El día más difícil del rey, (23-F the king’s most difficult day) depicts the actions that took place around King Juan Carlos I during the hours that lasted the attempted coup d’état against the democratically elected government in Spain on February 23rd, 1981. In this case, the use of a space such as the Palacio de la Zarzuela is the main diverting strategy used in the series. The palace poses as an organic structure that accompanies the king in what truly could have been the most difficult day in his life.  It creates an intertwining of historical facts and fiction that will most likely affect the collective memory of Spaniards, who never received, in the first place, the full account of the intrigues and intricacies surrounding the coup.
