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This session will focus on "Women Faculty in Higher Education", from trends and statistics to group experience and current practice.  Although the overall numbers of women faculty, including underrepresented minorities, are increasing in American Universities, several fields continue to show significant discrepancies from the populations of Ph.D. graduates and the U.S. population as a whole.  This session will explore the SIUE faculty population, experiences of women in Higher Education, Family Friendly Policies that may improve job satisfaction for faculty, and current practices for hiring faculty at SIUE
