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Early in his career Ödön von Horvath (1901-38), one of Germany(s most famous dramatists, viewed himself as a dramatic chronicler of his times, a social realist  who showed the audience how the (world unfortunately is.(  Eventually, he became the object of Nazi ire, his books were burned and he was forced into exile.  While (religion( appears to play a minor role in his works before going in to exile, Horváth(s later works are characterized by a heightened concern for religious and metaphysical issues.  This paper will investigate the role that religious issues play in his later works and investigate this change in focus during his later years of production.
