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Abstract

The media and scholars from the western world very often present African cultures as primitive, and sometimes even as dangerous. With such negative reporting orchestrated against Africans and their cultures, Western media and scholars have been able to corrupt African indigenous ways of life for centuries. Probably, African indigenous religion is the area that this corruption has been most extensive. This paper provides a positive side of an African culture by describing how the Akan people of Ghana treat their vulnerable and at-risk population based on expectations of their indigenous religion.
