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Peacemaking criminology is a process of peacefully preventing and responding to law-violating and harmful behaviors, which are products and symptoms of maladjusted local and international communities. Rather than being based on retribution and punishment, peacemaking criminology is based on principles stemming from the religious, humanist, critical, and feminist traditions. In this paper, I focus on the influence of religion and document the relationship between Quakerism and peacemaking criminology as practiced by Jane Addams, a founder of U.S. sociology and criminology. Addams grew up in a Hicksite Quaker home and was, as an adult, active in a number of Quaker organizations such as the International Fellowship of Reconciliation and the Friends' Service Peace Council. Addams, furthermore, was regarded as a preeminent criminologist in the early 20th century, and is partially responsible for the founding of the first juvenile court in the United States.
