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Abstract
To investigate the relationship between religiosity, need for cognition, and acceptance of evolution, I will conduct a study on undergraduate psychology students.  Each student will complete the Santa Clara Strength of Religious Faith Questionnaire, the Need for Cognition scale, and a newly created Acceptance of Evolution scale.  I hypothesize that religiosity will be negatively correlated with acceptance of evolution and need for cognition will be positively correlated with acceptance of evolution.  Furthermore, I hypothesize an interaction whereby acceptance of evolution will be greater in the high religiosity group when need for cognition is high than when need for cognition is low.
