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The paper seeks to explore the area of stereotyping Islam and Muslims in the United States. It is built on two major parts. The first one deals with the notion of stereotyping in general and, in particular, stereotyping Islam as a religion of about 4,140,277 Muslims who reside in the United States and therefore make 1.4 per cent of its population, a number that cannot go unnoticed. The second is centered on a straight-forward examination of the most popular myths (another name for stereotypes) about Islam and Muslims and that found their way into the American collective memory. This examination acts on two levels, two sides of the story: exposing the myth and then showing the reality as depicted by Islam itself through the Qur'an (the holy book of Muslims) as an effort to defeat some of many prejudices about Muslims and their religion.
