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There is nearly no limit to the number of existing factors that may influence any given country’s foreign policy.  Since the fall of the Berlin Wall religion has been an important element in all foreign affairs, but rarely has the role of Christian Fundamentalism been considered as influential in US foreign policy.  Given the importance of the fundamentalist movement to the Republican Party, the freedom of the president in the formulation of US foreign policy, and the long historical, yet hidden, ties between evangelical ideology and Zionism, we must seriously consider how fundamentalism has indeed interfered with US policies in the world.  The alarming reality is that evangelical Christians, who see George W. Bush as one of their own, work tirelessly promoting Israel, in their own interests, in an attempt to bring about the Apocalypse, and have been doing so since 1948.
