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Making an analogy to poetic traditions of China, we can think of late Roman literature as divided between a "Rivers and Forests" mode and a "Fields and Gardens" mode. The former had bad associations for Romans, whose topophilic preferences were for the latter. The desire for a gentle bucolic mixture of farmland and tame woods or gardens was influential in literature, and in the siting of aristocratic estates.
