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When Goddess worship or neo-paganism began, it was exclusive to the radical feminists and the environmental counter culture.  Now that the religion has moved into its fourth decade, we are seeing the participants becoming more and more mainstream.  However, Neo-paganism is still primarily a Caucasian, female participant religion worshiping the Gods and Goddesses of Western Europe.  This paper looks at how the religion has evolved over the past 30 plus years and where it seems to be headed and what its impacts are and will be.
