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My paper is a religious-social-political satire written in the form of a biblical epistle, in the same style of writing of saint paul.  a blend of creative fiction and academic research, the "author" of the two epistles is a self-appointed apostle who uses the bible and other sources to make what most christians classify as "evil" seem "good" through its rhetoric, such as American slavery, child abuse, and cold-blooded murder, quoting from not only the bible but also from key figures in world history, such as frederick douglass and adolf hitler.

It is a controversial piece [especially so if a reader or listener thought that the arguments made were sincere].  however, it has been praised from several professors at SIU-E, including dr. isaiah smithson and dr. anushiya sivanarayanan.
