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     After a procession of early 20th century social scientists and doom sayers such as Margaret Sanger, founder of Planned Parenthood; Julian Huxley, first head of UNESCO in 1946 and supporter of radical eugenics and abortion; THE POPULATION BOMB was armed at the publication of Paul Ehrlich's book in 1968.
