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The Library of Congress website contains over 10 million digitized items within its collections.  There are several collections and exhibits as part of environmental history containing photographs, conservation and environmental maps, political cartoons, and journals.  A hands-on demonstration will be offered in locating environmental resources from the nation’s library website.
