I am proposing a panel to discuss the perspectives, issues, challenges and contributions of foreign-born faculty (a.k.a. International Faculty) in the United States university educational system.  Research has shown that there is relatively little attention to how foreign scholars who teach at American campuses fit in once they arrive. According to Rebecca Theobald, the University of Colorado at Boulder, “People on campuses generally aren’t talking about international faculty” though there is recognition among administrators that "…association with teachers from different countries help [American] students succeed in an increasingly interconnected world" (see Integrating International Faculty http://www.insidehighered.com/news/2008/01/24/international). 

In view of these, this panel will engage international faculty at SIUE (and their U.S.-born counterparts) in discussions relating to a variety of topics, including issues and challenges (institutional, collegial, and personal), expectations and contributions to higher education in the US, cultural context/values relative to education, teaching and student evaluations, professional identity, self-conceptions relative to campus diversity, socialization and interaction with colleagues, administrators and students, etc.
