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Jane Addams played a critical role in the initial development of U.S. sociology, and yet has until recently been ignored and forgotten. I argue that Addams’ erasure was not accidental, but instead was intentional. The question, then, is what actions led to her being written out of the discipline’s history? In this talk, I will identify the individuals and events that played central roles in her erasure. I will also discuss why it is important to bring her and her work back into the history, as well as recent efforts to do just that.
