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On June 2, 1961, the university held a remarkable planning seminar entitled EPEC or Environmental Planning/Edwardsville Campus in a huge white inflatable dome on a parking lot in East St. Louis.  Arranged at the suggestion of Board of Trustees member Arnold Maremont, EPEC featured invited commentators of national stature who engaged in a wide- ranging discussion about the future of the anticipated Edwardsville campus.  This paper will describe the background of EPEC, the participants and the viewpoints expressed, and the extent to which their observations were incorporated in or validated by the subsequent evolution of the new university at Edwardsville.
