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The Songshan Academy is located in Deng Feng, Henan province, China. The academy takes its name after a nearby peak, the Mount Songshan. The academy is the first higher education institution in the Confucian tradition in China and ranked the number one among four famous academies in ancient China.  This paper investigates the origin and evolution of the Songshan Academy; examines the traditional practices in higher education in China as reflected in the academy; and compares them with those in contemporary universities.
