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Transformation and hybridity characterize the graphic art of noted Mexican artist Francisco Toledo.  His creations play upon similarities of form in living beings, body parts, and objects.  Animals and humans share the same space as hybrid creatures tease the viewer, often in a sexual context.  Boundaries between interior and exterior rarely exist as these spaces can be exchanged.

Some of Toledo’s graphic work relates to literary texts, including poetry by Alberto Blanco.  The play upon similarities of form in Toledo’s art relates to metaphoric language, where conceptual connections are made between otherwise different entities.

This paper will examine specific works of art as well as literary works in order to see how similarities of form can transform and create connections both visual and written.
