1. What is “American architecture?”  What is Sullivan’s contribution to it?  Has his contribution been properly assessed?

2. What was Sullivan’s relationship with “modernism”? The skyscraper? The Prairie School? Nature? The Classical Tradition? The Midwest?

3. What role could SIUE play in promoting the scholarly study of Sullivan in the future?
