1. This is based on the Honor System. You can keep track with a handmade chart, or get one from the 

Suzuki Office. 
2. You must play every day, including weekends and vacations, for at least 5 minutes. 
3. In the event of illness (student or parent) or emergency, listening to the Suzuki CD will count as practice. 
4. Beginners may clap rhythms, play “name that tune” or other games. 
5. More advanced students can bow the pieces along with the CD or finger on the violin while the CD is 

playing. 
6. Attending Saturday class counts as a practice day. 
7. Attending your private lesson counts as a practice day. 
8. Any performance given by the student (to friends, school, relatives) counts as a practice day. 
9. If you miss a day, don’t give up. Start again from Day 1. 

10. We will recognize students for 100 days of consecutive practice and for practice days over 200 and 300. 
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
