HOUSING RULES AND REGULATIONS

(YEDITEPE UNIVERSITY)

1. Only students of Yeditepe University, undergraduate or graduate, are eligible to stay in the dormitories.

2. Students who have graduated are permitted to remain in their rooms no more than one week after their graduation day.

3. Students are responsible for all their personal items. The Administration of the Resident Halls will not be held responsible for the loss or theft of personal items belonging to the students.

REGULATIONS  FOR  LIVING IN  THE  RESIDENCE  HALLS  

1. No visitors are permitted in the rooms. Visitor Salons are provided in the Residence Halls for visiting family members and friends, and the visiting hours should be observed. 

2. Students are required to be in their rooms at 12.00 p.m.  (midnight) during the weekdays (Sunday thru Thursday), and at 1.00 a.m. during the weekend (Friday and Saturday). Students can stay on the campus till 1.00 p.m. during the weekdays, and 2.00 during weekend.

3. Drugs and alcohol are strictly forbidden in the Residence Halls.

4. Electrical devices are not permitted in the rooms with the following exceptions:  computers, refrigerator, hair dryer, and electric razor.

5. It is not permitted to alter in any way the walls of the dormitories: for example, painting the walls or placing nails in the walls.

6. Pets are strictly forbidden in the dormitories.

7. A student may change his/her assigned room only by preparing a request form and submitting this form to the Resident Hall Director. 

A "Warning" may be incurred for the following or similar acts and behaviors

1. Not keeping the premises clean and tidy

2. Disturbing others by making excessive noise, playing loud music on radios, cassette decks, and similar devices

3. Behaving in a rude, uncivil or aggressive way towards others 

4. Insulting the administrative and service personnel of the dormitories

5. Residing off campus without the permission of the Resident Hall Director.

6. Changing assigned rooms without permission

7. Allowing students from other rooms or other dorms reside in unassigned rooms

A "Reprieve” may be incurred for the following or similar acts and behaviors
1 : a formal temporary suspension of the execution of a sentence 

2 : an order or warrant for a reprieve   

3 : a temporary respite; to delay the punishment (for some time)

1. Using the personal property of another student without his/her permission

2. Having or using any heating devices except those permitted in designated areas

3. Allowing Yeditepe students who are not registered in the dorms to reside without formal permission

4. Causing any damage to the walls, doors, furniture and equipment on the premises

5. Gambling or possessing items used for gambling on the premises

6. Ignoring any rules and regulations stipulated by the Dormitories Directorate

7. Arriving in the dorms in an unacceptable condition, such as under the influence of alcohol

8. A “Second Warning” may effectuate a “Reprieve”
A “Suspension” from the dormitory may be incurred for the following or similar acts and behaviors
1. Interfering with the duties of the administration personnel and / or ignoring their warnings

2. Behaving in a rude, immoral, or indecent way

3. Possessing or consuming alcoholic drinks on the premises

4. Allowing people who are not students of Yeditepe University to reside in the dorm 

5. Refusing to respond promptly to any requests for explanation, written or otherwise, made by the Managers and other personnel in charge

6. Being absent from the dorm in excess of the written time allowed by the Residence Hall Director

A “Second Reprieve” may effectuate a “Suspension”
