He bought 300,000 acres of land in an undeveloped area with money that he otherwise would have paid in income taxes.  The government matched many of his expenses to aid in the development of that region.  I made 25 year projections for machine purchases, maintenance, and disposal. They had 20 to 30 tractors that included very large bull-dozers.  Our goal was to clear 15,000 acres per year, and plant to grass.  I projected the pasture’s ability to carry cows and then I projected how many cows had to be purchased each year until the number of heifers produced on the ranch would be sufficient to avoid future purchases.  The owner expressed an interest in producing rice.  I produced a budget for 2,000 acres and two John Deere combines were ordered.  The budget for that year was over $10,000,000.

Vegetable and Long-Fiber Cotton Farmer


      Jan 1980 to Jan 1984

I created and implemented a record keeping system allowing cost of production by crop to be calculated.  This required training employees, who were only semi-literate, to collect data accurately.  This was done mostly for melons which were exported to Paris, France; and for long-fiber cotton, which was produced for an English company that used the seed produced in Rio Grande do Norte to produce the long-fiber cotton in northern Brazil.  The method to calculate costs was used by Mr. Knoll to determine his profit level, but also to make budgets for the next project.  He presented the budget to the English firm for cash flow purposes.  He would be reimbursed every two weeks based on the amounts specified in my report.  Once the English firm saw my report, they required all other seed producers to adapt it immediately.
The long-fiber cotton was manually picked, a process that required from 1,000 to 1,300 people working daily for several weeks to complete.  The workers would empty their sacks several times a day and would stop work at Saturday noon.  Within minutes we had to start paying the workers, in cash and in exact change.  This presented several problems, which I helped Mr. Knoll to overcome.

The Algodoeira Sao Miguel has been developing its own seed lines for over 100 years.  It has many varieties that exist no where else in the world.  It maintains a cooled laboratory where dozens, perhaps hundreds, of seed varieties are maintained.  Over the years this has become an expensive enterprise and they contracted me to determine which seed varieties could be sacrificed (removed from the cooled environment), and which seed varieties should be maintained.  They provided me with historical data, and I developed a criterion for comparison and ranked the seeds.

The parents of two young Brazilian ladies lost their parents in an automobile accident and suddenly inherited 5 farms with coffee production, eatable bean production, corn production, about 2,000 beef cows, hog production, a transportation company, and 165,000 laying hens.  Brazil had 15 to 20 percent inflation which later increased to more than 30 percent.  Their question to me was, “Where should they invest their capital?”

I devised and implemented a record keeping system which depended on semi-literate workers to collect data.  I found that they had 18 groups of hens.  I had the egg production classification, which had been done only for the total number of eggs, done separately for each group of hens.  This provided a daily check for each group of hens’ performance.  Within a few weeks management was able to detect a problem from one group of hens.  Its production decreased dramatically as they began laying eggs without a shell.  The eggs broke and could not be collected.  The cause was researched and corrected within days.  Earlier, it could have been undetected for several weeks.
While the data collection system was being improved, I performed simulations for technical coefficients, cost and profit for each enterprise.  These results were used for a benchmark as to which enterprises should be considered for the future and which could provide the largest return for improving its production efficiency.
