University Police at SIUE is a
State of Illinois law enforcement
agency responsible for the protection
of life and" property. Officers are
sworn-in police personnel under the
authority granted by Illinois law.
Services are provided to the
Edwardsville campus, the East St.
Louis Higher Education Center, and
the School of Dental Medicine in
Alton.

The University Police
Department at Edwardsville is in the
Supporting Services Building.

A satellite station is in the East
St. Louis Higher Education Center in
Building C. Both locations provide
services 24 hours per day, all days ol
a year. The University Police
Department is a 911 Public Service
Answering Point for the emergency
system. Emergency calls are directed
to the University Police, which is
responsible for dispatching appropriate
police, fire, and/or ambulance services.

Services provided by the
department include vehicle jump-
starts, assistance in retrieving keys
