Requirements to Study Abroad
· Students need to have at least junior status OR permission of the director of International Programs before beginning their semester(s) abroad. 

· Also, students need at least a 2.75 GPA OR permission of the director of International Programs. 

· Students must meet with Diane Schaefer for academic advisement prior to registering to study abroad. 

· Students must have OR apply for a passport as soon as they are accepted into the Study Abroad Program. Please note that it takes about 2 months to get a passport, so students should apply early. A copy of the passport must be submitted to the International Programs Office and the partner school at least one month prior to departure. 

· Prior to departure, students must show proof of health insurance coverage which covers them while they are outside the US. A copy of this proof must be submitted to the International Programs Office at least one month prior to departure. (Students who can verify that they are purchasing health insurance from the partner school that they will attend are exempt from this requirement.) 

· Students must show proof of medical evacuation insurance coverage OR obtain an ISIC card at least 3 months before going abroad. A copy of either the proof of medical evacuation coverage or the ISIC card must be submitted to the International Programs Office at least one month prior to departure. 

· Students must sign a Study Abroad Participation Agreement at least one month prior to departure.
