Travel Study to Toluca, Mexico

March 2-11, 2007
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The SIUE School of Business will be participating in an exchange program with the Tec de Monterrey, Campus Toluca (ITESM), Toluca, Mexico.  Toluca is located approximately one hour outside (west) of Mexico City.  During the program students will take courses on Mexican culture, politics, and business practices at ITESM offered in English exclusively for SIUE students.  There will also be tours of local businesses and cultural excursions into Mexico City.

Students who are part of this tour will enroll for a three-credit-hour course, GBA 489, during spring term 2007 and will meet four times during the spring prior to departing for Mexico.  Students participating in this trip will also be required to participate in three tours of local businesses in order to provide a basis for comparison between business operation in the United States and Mexico.

The travel fee for students is about $1,300 and covers transportation, visas and exit taxes, lodging, tour admissions, and some meals. In addition to this fee, students will pay tuition, but not fees, for a three-credit-hour course, GBA 489.  Need-based financial aid to support study abroad is available through the Financial Aid Office. 
An additional $200 in support of each student on the travel study may be available, thanks to the Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs, Dr. Narbeth Emmanuel. If available, this money will be awarded to those who desire financial assistance and for whom this travel study course counts toward their degree program.
 In addition, you may apply for a Competitive Travel Award for Travel Study to Mexico.  Requests for this assistance will be processed through the Office of International Programs in the School of Business.

The application and a $650 deposit are due by Friday, December 1, 2006; and a decision of acceptance will be given by Monday, December 11, 2006.  Accepted students who do not currently hold a passport should apply for one immediately after acceptance, and the $650 deposit becomes nonrefundable upon acceptance to the program.  The balance of $650 is due by Friday, January 12, 2007.  All checks should be made payable to SIUE and turned in to Silvia Torres or Cyndi Peterson.
