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Undergraduate Admission Application
All students must apply to the School of Business to major in any of the following: 

· Accounting

· Business Administration

· Computer Management & Information Systems

· Economics and Finance 

Admission to the School of Business is selective.  Only applicants who meet selection criteria are admitted. Increasingly, we have experienced strong applicant pools and the process can be very competitive. While applicants must have at least a 2.25 to be considered, the average GPA of applicants who have been admitted in recent semesters has been 3.0.  You should also carefully adhere to all application procedures. 
Who can apply?  Students who have completed all of the following steps are eligible to submit an application to the SIUE School of Business.  (Normally, students apply for entrance into the School of Business during their sophomore year.) 
Eligibility requirements to apply to the School of Business:

· Minimum GPA necessary for full consideration is 2.25 on a 4.0 scale. Please note that the grade point averages of applicants admitted to the School of Business are generally well above this minimum. While applicants must have at least a 2.25 to be considered, the average GPA of applicants who have been admitted in recent semesters has been 3.0.
· Summer 2010 applicants must complete all of the following 12 prerequisite courses with a grade of “C” or better by the end of the Spring 2010 semester.  
· Fall 2010 applicants must complete all of the following 12 prerequisite courses with a grade of “C” or better by the end of the Summer 2010 term.

The following should be noted regarding admission decisions:





Our intention is to admit students who demonstrate the greatest likelihood of success.
