Classroom Design Project

Description of Classroom

I chose this classroom design primarily for flexibility.    There are twelve individual desks and 

chairs for those times when the teacher may be making a presentation to all of the students in the class

at once.  There are also four separate locations that will allow more individualized instruction in either

one on one interactions with the teacher or aid or where small groups of students can interact with either

the teacher, the aid or with each other.   These locations are:

1. The teachers desk where up to three students can sit and meet in a semi-private fashion.

2. A larger rectangular project table which will allow one or more students to work on a project

     
      which may need expanded work space. 

3. A round table which contains four different computer terminals that will allow up to 

      four different students to work on computer projects at a time.

4. A teacher’s aid desk that will also allow up to three students to either participate in a                        

      small group activity or receive individual instruction or help.  

Although all of the tables and chairs are presently laid out in a specific fashion, there should be no 

hesitation to move any of the tables or chairs into new positions based on the needs for any special 

or specific project or presentation.
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
