October 22: Deconstructing the Master Narrative on Tibet with Tianlong Yu, Assistant Professor, Educational Leadership: There is a master narrative on Tibet prevailing in the Western world: once an independent religious kingdom, a paradise Shangri-La.  Tibet is now under brutal Chinese control and oppression.  This talk raises critical questions to this mythical master narrative.  Specifically it explores what social discourses have shaped this Tibet myth in the United States.

October 1:  Hitler, the Holocaust and the Bomb with Belinda Carstens-Wickham, Professor and Chair, Foreign Languages and Literature: Sixty years ago the bomb was dropped on Hiroshima and Nagasaki. Few people are familiar with the background to the bomb beginning in the Weimar Republic in Germany. This presentation will outline the social, cultural, political and scientific background to the development of the bomb reaching back to the era of the Weimar Republic. The pros and cons of dropping the bomb will also be looked at during this presentation.





November 5:  Adventures in China: Susan Hume, Assistant Professor, Geography: See contemporary China through the eyes of both a tourist and a scholar.
