Dunham Technique:  





Based on Ms. Katherine Dunham’s intense research of primitive rhythms of various cultures, the technique explores the very basic foundation of movement and its form and function. The Dunham Technique (A Way of Life) involves body, mind, spirit, and       combined elements and concepts from African, Brazilian, Cuban, Haitian (Caribbean), jazz, and modern dance. 





Jazz: Focuses on the fundamentals of basic to intermediate jazz dancing—technique combined with modern lyrical movements.

West African:  





Focuses on movements from West Africa with emphasis on Senegalese dance movements and songs.
