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Letter from Director

Greetings Friends,

As we welcome in 2010, | wanted to let you know that SIUE and SIUE University
Housing are having a great academic year. We continue to merge as a first tier,
first choice university for lllinois and metropolitan area students. This fall we
enrolled 13,940 students, the largest enroliment ever, breaking the record of
13,700 set in 1970. The talk around campus is that the major factor in this growth
has been the growth of our housing program. This past fall we also saw a record
number of residents, with us housing 3,429 students. We are truly a residential
campus with housing 25% of our students on campus.

The academic year started off a little unexpectedly when Building 529 in Cougar
Village Apartments was struck by lightning and went up in flames. The entire
building needed to be demolished and construction begins this month to rebuild.
We have taken this opportunity to tweak the design a little bit and add two focused
interest communities to Building 529. Cougar Enterprises is a community
environment for students to pursue their business ideas. Residents of the
community are required to take a course with other students who are driven to
start a business while in college. The second focused interest community is an
international house designed to enhance language fluency and cultural
understanding. This focused interest community will provide an opportunity for
students whose native tongue is English to live with students with different native
tongues in an effort to learn a foreign language in a daily setting. We are all
excited about bringing focused interest communities to Cougar Village Apartments.

I am also chairing a task force this year looking at the possibility of building a Greek
village on campus. The Chancellor and his staff are supporting this effort and are
looking to provide some resources to make it happen. So, if you were in a Greek
community when you were here at SIUE, please stay in touch with your chapters as
we work with them in developing the Greek presence on campus.

This past fall during Homecoming, our club football team attracted record numbers

to Korte Stadium as they took on the University of New Orleans. Please consider
coming to visit us next Fall as Homecoming is really becoming something on the SIUE
campus.

Groundbreaking for new Science Building

On December 2, 2009, Governor Quinn and President Poshard, among others, braved the rain and joined Chancellor
Vandergrift in the official groundbreaking ceremony for the new Science Building. According to SIUE Provost Paul
Ferguson, "This timely construction of the SIUE Science Building will provide essential classrooms, laboratories, and
equipment to support the contemporary research of our basic sciences faculty and students as well as to provide state
-of-the-art learning environments for the many students in our rapidly growing science and health science programs."

Early Childhood Center & Student Fitness Center Additions

Fall 2009 saw brand-new additions to the Early Childhood Center and the Student Fitness Center. The Fitness Center
now has a room dedicated to spinning and a gym that is available for dances and other events. The addition also
includes another cardio room with bikes, treadmills, elliptical machines, and muscle strengthening machines. There

is a Freshens shop available for students who would like a smoothie after their strenuous workout.

The new Early Childhood Center now has plenty of room for the children who attend. The center now has 5
classrooms for the children, which includes an additional pre -school room and young pre-school room. There is now a
area dedicated to speech, language, and hearing therapies for the children. The classrooms boasts furniture that

looks like furniture you would find in your house, but miniature. It is truly an amazing addition!

Student Success Center

Fall 2009 was also the grand opening of the long -awaited Student
Success Center which is connected to the Morris University
Center. The SSC is the home of Disability Support Services,
International Student Services, Career Development Center,
Counseling & Health Services, and Academic Advising. The
Academic Advising suite includes Instructional Services, SOAR,
and the Academic Advancement Center (Academic Advising).

University Housing along with Campus Recreation,
Counseling & Health Services, Kimmel Leadership Center,
The Office of Admissions, The School of Nursing, and other
departments worked hard for three months to create this
interactive and innovative program. Over 800 students
attended the event; making it one of the largest attended
programs at SIUE this year. Jessica Vanderwood and Cathy
Passananti were the co-coordinators of the program and are
both Community Directors within University Housing. Cathy
and Jessica both have a passion for alcohol awareness and
created this program following a similar program that

started in 1999 at Missouri State University, called 32
Minutes. The One Night program was made of 4 scenes:

without the actual alcohol. It included real bouncers, police officers, bartenders serving mocktails, bar
lights, bar food, ID checkers . . . students who were mock arrested for fighting and distributing drugs.

related accidents were used and set -up on Hairpin Dr.
The students in attendances were notified of the
accident and went to the quad to see the event
unfold. The Jaws of Life were used to get a student
from a car. The scene included student actors who
were costumed by a moulage artist who specializes in
recreating these scenes.
