
LIBRARY AND INFORMATION SERVICES 
EXHIBIT GUIDELINES
I. Definition


As used in this policy, “exhibits” are materials of a common theme in a variety of formats that are presented in Lovejoy Library’s exhibit cases or spaces the public to view.

II. POLICY

A. Exhibits may include items on subjects that will be general educational, historical, or of cultural interest to the university community. The following types of exhibits are particularly encouraged: 

1. Exhibits which assist members of the university community in understanding and making use of library and university resources or which are of special relevance to the Library’s collections and services. 

2. Exhibits which bring to members of the university community outstanding representations of cultural or social phenomena not otherwise readily available to this community.

3. Exhibits pertaining to major events on campus or in the community.

B. A Library Exhibits Committee, consisting of no fewer than three LIS will review requests.
C. Permission for exhibits will be granted at the discretion of the Exhibits Committee and may be based on priority of receipt of request, appropriateness/timeliness of theme, and clarity of exhibit plan. 

D. The Exhibits Committee may require that changes be made in exhibits in the interest of aesthetics, content, preservation of materials, and general appropriateness to the Library and University community. 

E. The Exhibits Committee may schedule exhibits for any length of time, not to exceed 30 days.

F. The Dean of Library and Information Services will exercise final authority in any questions regarding Library exhibits. 
G. Exhibits in the Library are prepared by and reflect the opinions, interests, and efforts of individual University persons or organizations or members of the wider community.  No official University or Library endorsements is expressed or implied.
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
