The fall semester of every academic 

year is a time of excitement, full of 

anticipation, and rich with new oppor-

tunities and possibilities.  We in Li-

brary and Information Services are 

particularly pleased this year by the 

recent improvements we have made to 

the Lovejoy Library building and the 

enhanced services we offer our users. 

 

Despite challenging financial uncer-

tainties and budget shortfalls, Library 

and Information Services has recently 

achieved several long-term objectives.  

In late spring 2010, the North entrance 

to the library was reopened, after being 

closed for 45 years. By opening this 

entrance, we provide easier access to 

the library from the north side of cam-

pus and nearby parking lots. 

 

Through the generosity and support of 

the Friends of Lovejoy Library, patio 

tables, chairs and umbrellas were pur-

chased for the library and placed near 

both entrances.  Library users now 

have the option of studying outside and 

using the libraryôs wifi connection on 

the patios. 

 

The first floor of Lovejoy Library has a 

new look and feel this fall.  We have 

created additional open space on the 

first floor by relocating print materials 

and some of the computers to the other 

floors.  This is part of an ongoing reno-

vation project for the first floor.  With 

financial support from the University 

administration, Library and Informa-

tion Services has developed a new ser-

vice model that clusters like services 

on the first floor in a Research Com-

mons.  When completed, the Commons 

will provide users with: collaborative

Amanda Gibbons, Student Assistant, weeds reference 

materials from the first floor of Lovejoy Library 

The Lovejoy Library opened 

in fall 1965, and much of the 

furnishings and some of the 

services have remained 

largely unchanged.  This 

summer reorganization began 

on the first floor of the Li-

brary and will continue 

throughout the fall.   

A recent LIS strategic plan-

ning process had identified 

the need to reorganize the 

first floor as the single most 

important priority facing the 

Library.  With support from 

the University administration, 

the reorganization will in-

clude: relocating all service  

points to the first floor; hous-

ing little used materials off 

site; establishing a Multipur-

pose Room; and most impor-

tantly creating a Research 

Commons.   

The Research Commons will 

be a place for inquiry and 

mediated research, with an 

interactive learning environ-

ment that encourages col-

laborative teaching and 

learning.  The Commons will 

provide services that include 

design, production and deliv-

ery of hardcopy and digital 

academic content, utilizing 

video, audio, graphics and 

their related equipment, in 

one location.  

When completed, students 

and researchers will be able 

to use the Research Com-

mons to meet and engage 

with their peers in ways that 

facilitate their scholarship, in 

an information rich and tech-

nology intensive environ-

ment.  The Commons will 

house group and individual 

learning and social spaces.
