Library and Information Servicesô 

opened the new season with reor-

ganized services, new materials and 

transformed space. Since last fall, all 

manned service points in the library 

have been relocated to the first floor 

and integrated to form a collaborative 

teaching and learning space named the 

Research Commons.  The Commons, 

which is nearly completed, will pro-

vide blended services that students and 

faculty can use in the design, produc-

tion, delivery and presentation of 

scholarly content, in a collaborative 

setting.  All equipment, technology, 

information resources and direct access 

to LIS faculty members are now avail-

able in one location. 

 

Much of the space on the first floor has 

been freed from housing printed mate-

rials and converted to open, flexible, 

multipurpose space for student use. A 

multiuse/library instruction room has 

been added and the first floor now has 

designated space for exhibits, lectures 

and small library receptions.

The use of Lovejoy Library continues to 

rise at an unprecedented rate.  During 

2010, the annual number of visits to the 

library surpassed all previous years, with a 

record breaking 417,933 visits.    By all 

accounts, 2011 looks to be on track for 

another record breaking year, with gate 

counts for the first quarter of 2011, indicat-

ing a 20% increase of the number of visits 

over the same time last year.

The Help Desk Area 

Students are already flocking 

in to use recently installed 

furniture and equipment in 

newly created Research 

Commons on the first floor 

of Lovejoy Library.  When 

completed later this spring, 

the Commons will provide a 

range of services to assist 

students with research and 

presentation of their research 

as a term paper, speech, post-

er session, audio-visual 

presentation, spreadsheet, 

web or other format.   Stu-

dents have access to the inter-

net, Blackboard, more than 

200 library databases and 

Microsoft products such as 

Word, Excel, PowerPoint and 

Publisher.  Two workstations 

will include ArcView GIS 

software.  Printers, photocop-

iers and scanners are located 

nearby.   Work is nearly com-

plete on a small media view-

ing/presentation practice 

room, a new library instruc-

tion room, and a comfortable 

space for leisure reading and 

social interaction.  

   

The Commons is anchored 

by the Information & Re-

search Assistance Desk at the 

south (Quad) entrance and 

the Help Desk at the north 

(parking lot) entrance.  Li-

brarians and staff at the Infor-

mation & Research Assis-

tance Desk can assist users 

with in-depth research and 

directional questions as well 

as troubleshoot problems 

with library resources and 

equipment.  Staff at the Help 

Desk can also assist with 

directional questions and 

troubleshooting problems 

with library resources and 

equipment.   

 

The Research Commons is 

intended to provide SIUE 

students with the equipment, 

environment and expert assis-

tance needed to make their 

learning experience at the ñeò 

truly excellent.

Browse the pages of The Historical New York Times, 1851-2007, or 

the Historical St. Louis Post-Dispatch, 1879-1922, or search various issues for articles, ads, editori-

als, obituaries and other information.  Access these historical newspapers via the e-Resources A-Z 

List on the Libraryôs web page. 

A long term goal of the Uni-

versity is to have an engaged 

student population and capa-

ble graduates.  LIS is meet-

ing this goal by offering in-

struction sessions in all 

fields of study.  Our Instruc-

tion and Information Litera-

cy Program offers sessions 

such as Accessing and Using 

Databases, Searching Online 

Catalogs, Evaluating Web 

Resources and Search En-

gines, and Library Tours, to 

name a few.  Subject librari-

ans also provide other spe-

cialized course integrated 

sessions. 

 

The sheer number of infor-

mation resources as well as 

the constant changes of in-

terfaces, applications, and 

techniques makes teaching 

information literacy skills 

essential in higher education.  

If students are to effectively 

research a topic, they must 

first understand how to lo-

cate authoritative infor-

mation. 

 

A designated space to in-

struct is a key element in 

facilitating learning.  A li-

brary instruction room is an 

important separate area in 

the library.  Teaching faculty 

collaborate with librarians to 

ensure students receive in-

formation literacy instruction 

on how to effectively use 

print and electronic library 

resources. 

   

During the implementation 

phase, the libraryôs renova-

tion team considered several 

goals in designing a new 

instruction room including: 

(1) reinforcing the role of 

faculty librarians as a teacher 

and encouraging collabora-

tion with teaching faculty on 

library instruction activities; 

(2) keeping the design flexi-

ble to accommodate differ-

ent student learning styles as 

well as various teaching 

styles of the library and 

teaching faculty and (3) en-

suring that the room is aes-

thetically pleasing. 

 

The layout of the room was 

determined after extensive 

discussion with the renova-

tion team and KI, the vendor 

consultant.  We decided on a 

flexible space that would be 

conducive to different learn-

ing environments such as 

teaching students in a class-

room environment or offer-

ing staff development oppor-

tunities.  We also decided to 

allow space and tables for 

instructional or group activi-

ties that do not involve use 

of the computers. 

 

The new room, Instruction 

Room (1058) is located on 

the first floor.  The space can 

accommodate a class of 30 

students.  It is approximately 

31 feet by 32 feet in size and 

designed as a ñsmart class-

room.ò  The instructorôs 

workstation includes its own 

computer and computer pro-

jection equipment.  The 

room has twenty-four indi-

vidual computers which are 

networked to a printer, 

DVD/VHS capability, and 

an interactive document 

camera.  The 36ò deep com-

puter tables allow keyboards 

to be located in front of each 

monitor with two work-

stations per table.  The tables 

are also networked with 

electrical outlets to accom-

modate students using their 

own laptops.  The room also 

has comfortable, attractive 

seating. 

 

We envision enhanced in-

struction based on the use of 

our previous instruction 

room.  Last year, our instruc-

tion program and subject 

librarians conducted over 

400 information literacy 

sessions.  The new room will 

benefit both faculty and stu-

dents who have access to 

this type of support.  We will 

be able to offer a wider 

range of sessions in multiple 

formats for the University 

community or targeted audi-

ences. 

 

Having an additional room 

will enable us to continue 

our outreach to local high 

schools in the area.  This is 

an important role for the 

University as we are always 

seeking opportunities to en-

hance K-12 relationships.  

 

Whether teaching a class, 

conducting a staff develop-

ment seminar, or providing 

campus wide instruction, the 

new room will be a place 

where lifelong learning oc-

curs!

cultural figures from the 

mid- 1960s to the present.  

There are more than 

100,000 photos in the EBR 

Collection that provide visu-

al documentation of a wide 

range of African American 

writers, musicians, scholars, 

playwrights, visual artists, 

filmmakers and activists in 

both formal and informal 

settings. Lovejoy Libraryôs 

EBR Collection is a rare and 

distinctive resource for the 

study of African American 

literary and cultural history 

on both the national and 

regional levels.  

The NEH has given special 

recognition to our award by 

designating the preservation 

of the EBR Collection as a 

ñWe the Peopleò project.   

James A. Leach, Chairman 

of the NEH, notes  ñthe goal 

of the ñWe the Peopleò initi-

ative is to encourage and 

strengthen the teaching, 

study, and understanding of 

American history and cul-

ture through the support of 

projects that explore signifi-

cant events and themes in 

our nationôs history and 

culture and that advance 

knowledge of the principles 

that define America. [He] 

anticipate[s] that [our] pro-

ject will contribute signifi-

cantly to this effort.ò
