Brief description of the nature of the research/creative activity: 
The student will be involved in a pilot study investigating the potential effects of interactive e-book format on mother-toddler interaction during picture book reading. We will examine the amount of language produced by mothers and children, the variety and complexity of language used (in terms of vocabulary, grammar, and pragmatics), and the level of engagement of mothers and children with the text and with each other when they are reading traditional books versus interactive electronic books (i.e., iPad apps).

Brief description of student responsibilities:
My assistant will aid in recruiting and running participants (i.e., recording mother-child reading and play sessions), transcribing and coding the taped mother-child conversations and interactions, entering data in SPSS, and possibly assisting with some basic analyses.  In the spring, we will submit a proposal for a poster presentation at the  2012 American Speech-Language Hearing Convention, and the student will assist in creating a poster for this conference once final data analyses have been completed.
