Location of research/creative activities: Dunham Hall

Brief description of the nature of the research/creative activity: 
This position will serve as my assistant costume designer for the mainstage production of CINDERELLA to be performed on the Dunham Hall mainstage.  The play (based on the opera CENDRILLON)is being re-created as an original work by students under the direction of a guest director from the professional theatre community in Chicago.

Brief description of student responsibilities:
The design assistant will research the historical period for the production, the clothing of that period and work with me, the designer, create costumes and costume accessories for the production.  Assistant will have the opportunity to attend fittings, design and production meetings, and dress rehearsals.
