Brief description of the nature of the research/creative activity: 
This project is a Weight Management Program conducted by the faculty of the Department of Kinesiology and Health Education. This 9-month clinical research program is currently underway and will continue through May 2012: 
-Provide research-based diet, exercise, and behavioral strategies to lose 10% of body weight during the first 6 months of the program. They will test the effects of physical activity to prevent weight regain from months 4-9 and provide regular follow-up with weekly group meetings. This is an ongoing project for our department.

Brief description of student responsibilities:
The Weight Management clients participate in physiological testing at baseline, three months, and six months and 12 months.  These assessments include:
-Body Composition Testing using iDXA and BODPOD technology (body fat percentage, muscle mass, bone density)
-Blood Pressure Analysis
-Dietary Analysis
-Lipid Profile Analysis (total cholesterol, LDL, HDL, triglycerides)
-Physical Activity Assessment
-Overall Cardiovascular Risk
