Brief description of the nature of the research/creative activity: 
The student will provide support as we explore the effect of contextual anchors on simple math calculations.  Previous research has shown that answers to simple math problems (i.e. 123+432+211=???) can be biased if participants have to compare their answer to another number, even if that number is obviously not the correct answer.  We will be exploring the reasons for this effect, as well as attempt to design a study that can reduce this bias.

Brief description of student responsibilities:
My assistant will be responsible for supervising the experiments related to anchoring effects on numeric calculations. This will be in addition to collecting data, analyzing the data, and the design of related studies that we create as we explore the data.
