· To view collections of primary sources pertaining to attacks of Pearl Harbor or September 11, 2001, click on the link “More Browse Options”, search by time period or topic by entering various keywords of names, places, events, and dates.  

· To see a listing of all collections, from the American Memory sub site, click on “More browse options”, then click on the link “List all collections”.

Patriotism and unity mixed with sadness, anger, and insecurity are common themes expressed in the sound and video recordings, written narratives, poetry, photographs, and drawings that comprise this online presentation.

Bill Mauldin Beyond Willie and Joe:

An online tribute drawn from the collections of the Library of Congress 


William Henry Mauldin (1921-2003), better known to the world as Bill Mauldin, was one of the most popular and influential cartoonists of the twentieth century.

Churchill and the Great Republic

This exhibition examines the life and career of Winston Spencer Churchill and emphasizes his lifelong links with the United States--the nation he called "the great Republic." The exhibition comes nearly forty years after the death of Winston Churchill and sixty years after the D-Day allied invasion of Nazi-occupied France during World War II. It commemorates both of these events.
From the Home Front and Front Lines

This exhibition consists of original materials and oral histories drawn from the Veterans History Project collections at the Library of Congress. With an emphasis on World War I (1914-1918), World War II (1939-1945), the Korean War (1950-1953), the Vietnam War (1965-1975), and the Persian Gulf War (1991), the Veterans History Project, by act of Congress, collects and preserves the experiences of America's war veterans and those who supported them.
Witness and Response: September 11 Acquisitions at the Library of Congress
This exhibit features the collections that the Library amassed during the year following the attacks of September 11, 2001. The exhibit is the story of how the materials arrived and how they reflect what America experienced in the aftermath of the attacks.
